ZONING PERMIT PROCESS

All Zoning Permit Application are filed with the Zoning Administrator. Applications are then either reviewed and approved under
a) Administrative Review (by the Zoning Administrator) or depending on the nature and scope under b) Board Review (by the
Development Review Board). Outlined below are the generalized steps of the permit process.

a) Administrative Review please allow 2-4 weeks from the time you submit an application to the time the permit is effective
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b) Board Review please allow 2—3 months from the time you submit an application to the time the permit is effective
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
